All images must be in landscape (horizontal) orientation and 

may be cropped by the City to fit the final dimensions of the calendar page.  No recognizable 

people or business signage should appear in the photos and each image must be 

accompanied by a photo quality print in addition. 

At least fourteen (14) images will be eligible for use in the calendar and winners will be 

contacted once judging is complete.  In addition to work being published in the 2017 Calendar, 

the winning photos will appear on the City’s website for the entire year with photo credits given.
